It is my pleasure to invite you to the Swiss Taekwondo Open in St. Gallen on 

September 5-6, 2026. 

This year, in close collaboration with the European Taekwondo Union (ETU), we 

have developed a combined format designed to provide maximum value and mat 

time for every participant. The event is split into two distinct parts: 

1. The Official G1 Swiss Open 

The main tournament will run as a standard G1-ranked event, allowing athletes to 

compete for World Taekwondo (WT) Ranking points.  

2. The Swiss Challenge 

A single-elimination tournament open exclusively to athletes eliminated in their first 

fight at the G1 Swiss Open.  

By combining these two events, we ensure that every athlete can compete at least 

twice. This format increases mat time and makes the trip to St. Gallen more valuable, 

offering athletes a strong platform to perform, learn, and develop. 

To guarantee quality and smooth organization, participation is limited. Registration 

will follow a first-come, first-served principle, so we encourage you to register early. 

On behalf of the Swiss Taekwondo Federation, thank you for your commitment and 

support.

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Age and Weight Categories (in kg) 

(Juniors born in 2009 compete either as a junior or as a senior. Competing in both categories is not allowed) 

Competition Format 

System:    Single-elimination K.O. system, Best-of-Three 

Match Duration:               Seniors 3 x 2 min with 1min break  

PSS System:  DAEDO GEN-3 

Weigh-in 

Weigh-in of the contestants shall be completed the day before their scheduled 

competition. 

Each athlete can only use one timeslot for the weigh in. Each timeslot is 2 hours long. 

It is not necessary to book a timeslot for the weigh in. 

Weigh in period could be extended or adjusted by WT TD decision accordingly. 

In case of a change of the weight category a fine of 50 CHF / 50 EUR must be paid at 

the weigh-in in cash.  

Random weigh-in will be published on Martial Events and in WhatsApp Channel. 

Athletes are required to be on time. If they miss the Random weigh-in, they are 

disqualified. 

During the weigh-in, senior contestants shall wear under pants and female 

contestants shall wear underpants and brassieres. However, seniors may weigh-in in 

the nude if they want to do so.  

Drawing of Lots 

Drawing of lots of sessions shall be conducted one (1) day prior to the start of the 

championships and it will be published on Martial Events and in WhatsApp Group.

Swiss Open 2026 – Referees Application 

The deadline for applying is 30.04.2026 

 

The Organizer will select the IR from the ones that applied. An official invitation will 

be sent on the 10.05.2026 to those selected. 

Please note, that you are applying for the Swiss Open G1/Para and E2. 

The following conditions shall apply for the appointed referees:   

- International Referees are required to pay for their own round-trip airfares.   

- The referee may arrive one day before and may leave the day after the competition. 

- The Organizing Committee shall pay the expenses of room and board for the 

duration of the competition. The OC will also cover the board accommodation of the 

night before and the first meal after the tournament.  

- The Organizing Committee shall pay a per diem of 150€ to the selected 

International Referees for each working day. Appointed referees for the weigh-in held 

on Friday shall arrive on time for that duty and will receive an extra 75€ per diem.  

- The OC will facilitate local transportation between the airport and the designated 

hotel. 

- The OC will also cover the board accommodation of the night before and the first 

meal after the tournament.
